Abstract

Terrorism is, no doubt, committed in breach of human
rights for “life, freedom and personal security”, which have been
referred to in Article 3 of the Universal Declaration of Human
Rights. The right of every human being to be free of any
unjustifiable fear has also been stressed in the International
Covenant on Economic, Social and Cultural Rights and the
International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights.

The fear inherent in terrorism can be distinguished from
the fear caused by other crimes, in the sense that while in the
latter fear is only a byproduct of the crime, in terrorism it is the
main purpose followed by terrorists who, by bringing about
isolated incidents against a few people, want to affect and
frighten a larger community.

In this article, the distinction between terrorism and terror,
the classification of terrorism, the mutual relationship between
terrorism and the mass media and the difficulty of providing a
universally agreed definition for terrorism, due to the fact that
“one man’s terrorist isanother man’s freedom — fighter” , have
been discussed, while at the end of the article references have
been made to some international documents and also to the laws

of various countries on the subject of terrorism.
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
