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Abstract

Theoretical Basis of Situational Crime Prevention

This article attempts to analyse theoretical foundation of situational crime
prevention through a critical review of current literature. It begins with a short
reference to an offender-centered criminal policy which has taken its shape from
traditional positivism in criminclogical thoughts. This, it is claimed, has led to the
ignorance of victims or targets of crime, as well as other significant elements such as
time and place when and where a crime occurs, Then, the article focuses on the
concept of situational crime prevention, which represents a victim-oriented criminal
policy. This is discussed in the light of a full account of definition, types and the
concept of the main crime prevention strategies. Finally, the paper concludes that
effective prevention, even in a partial or specific level, cannot be achieved except a
thorough and comprehensive understanding is made of two essential and inter-
related concepts including: the “effects of criminality on people’s life” both in its
individual and societal features and of the “process of how crime occurs”. This
involves a thorough examination and recognition of criminogenic factors and
situations and of personality of offenders and that of victims. Effective prevention
also needs proper implementation of its polices, and it requires suitable means or
instruments being identified and made available to both members of the public and
to state agents. It is emphasised that prevention is not achieved through a single
approach to crime prevention, but it requires a multi-faceted and multi-agency
approach which seriously takes into account cooperation of community members

with different state agents.
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
